d) Trudi spoke of attending a group Ag Commission meeting with Ipswich and Boxford, joined by Bruce Tarr and
Brad Hill. At that meeting it was discussed that local boards in towns should be required to notify the town's Agricultural
Commission of any issues concerning agriculture and not address them after the fact. Brad Hill and Bruce Tarr said they
would take this information in hand and see that steps are taken to make Ag Commissions more visible and relevant. It
was decide to hold a follow-up joint Ag Commission meeting later in the season with more surrounding towns to check
progress on what was discussed at that meeting and also to compare strategies and experiences.

V. New Business:

a) the Commission heard a presentation by Rebecca Weaver of the New Entry Sustainable Farming Project . Rebecca
explained the purpose and ability of her grant-funded project to help match farmers of all sizes looking for land to lease or
rent and those landowners who may not know that they have valuable property that can be put to good use. Rebecca said
she and her group had had success in other towns in Massachusetts and would perform a GIS mapping operation to
identify such land in Topsfield. She will present her findings to the Commission, along with next steps, at the next
meeting, voted to take place for this purpose, sooner than regularly scheduled, April 23 , 2012 7:00 p.m.
