The agenda was taken out of order.

MINUTES

Mr. Topping made a motion to accept the February 24, 2011 BOH meeting minutes as edited.
Dr Guerra seconded and the motion carried by unanimous vote.

The March minutes were held; no action was taken.

FINANCIALS
The BOH signed the contract for an independent peer review of septic plans for English
Commons elderly housing project.

APPOINTMENTS

VOTE: Extension request of perc test data validity

Present. Ken and Sue Turner, homeowners

This is a repair of an existing system.

The Health Agent reported there are no alterations to property or changes in wetlands,
confirming no changes affective to the perc test.

Mr. Topping made a motion to extend the perc test results for 9 Howlett Street to expire May
11, 2013. Dr. Guerra seconded and the motion carried by unanimous vote.

VOTE: 5 Kinsman Lane, Form 9A Appilication for Local Upgrade Request

Present: Darin Grady, Grady Consulting, LLC and Frank Russo, homeowner

GPD Gallons Per Day

The Agent stated the wetlands / vernal pool excludes most of the lot for placement of the
septic system.

Title V Variance Request 310 CMR 15.245 (4) soil absorption system; Local variance request
to allow the design flow to be reduced from the local requirement of 200 GPD / BR to the state
standard of 110/ GPD/ BR, and to allow a system with a percolation rate greater than 20
minutes.
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Mr. Topping made a motion that the BOH approve the plan, revised date Aprif 15, 2011 for 5
Kinsmen Lane as submitfed including the variances listed. Dr. Guerra seconded and the
motion carried by unanimous vofe.

Two people interested in the purchasing 362 Boston Street at auction May 3" were present
and asked general questions, mostly which the BOH were unable to give guidance on as they
were too specific.

VOTE: 362 Boston Street

Neve-Morin requests of Agents’ denial of plan for 362 Boston Street dated March 19, 2011 and
extension of perc test data reversal validity plan dated January 13, 2011 and that the BOH act

on the plan as submitted.

Present: John Morin, Neve-Morin Group

Mr. Coulon explained he denied the plan as submitted in January 2011 citing the Conservation
Commission had not verified the wetlands on the plan. _

it was noted that the property owner has not submitted a plan to the Conservation Commission
and no changes have been made to the plan since the Healith Agent denied it.

The soil testing was conducted in April 2009; soil tests are good for two years.
Mr. Topping made a motion to extend the perc test results two vears to April 29, 2013 for 362
Boston Street.  Dr. Guerra seconded arnd the motion carried by unanimous vofte.

For the record, Mr. Morin disagreed that the wetlands need to be verified prior to submitting a
plan and requested the Health Agent provide a copy of the regulations under which the plan
was denied.

Mr. Coulon cited the Town of Topsfield Bylaw and River Act,

It was the consensus of the BOH to postpone action until the full Board was present and the
Conservation Commission provides comment,

Selectman Dick Gandt arrived 8:08 pm

it was noted that Greg Hockmuth of Neve- Morin a Wetland Scientist did the wetland
delineation on the pian.

Mr. Topping made a motion to table 362 Boston Street until the next meeting on May 26" for
further review by the full board. Dr. Guerra seconded and the motion carried by unanimous
vofe.

VOTE: 4 Heritage Lane; Variance Request

Present: Charles Johnson, CG Johnson Engineer and John Ricci, homeowner

The Board reviewed the plan as presented and dated April 25, 2011.

Mr. Topping made a motion the BOH approves the plan for 4 Heritage Lane subject to the
submittal of plan reviewed and approved by the BOH Agent, including two variances as listed
in form 4a conftingent on preliminary plan for a pump system pressure distribution date April
25,2011 as presented before the Board at the April 28th meeting. Dr. Guerra seconded and
the motion carried by unanimous vote.
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HEALTH AGENTS REPORT

Emergency Preparedness/Medical Reserve Corp - update

Mr. Coulon reported the Public Health officials that are served by top Regional Medical
Reserve Corp voted unanimously to join a statewide system of volunteer registry; this will
facilitate a standardized approach to registry and allow state level assistance for administrators
of the 44 Corps in Massachusetts, and provide the ability of a more efficient activation of MRC.
He also reported on the Topsfield Medical Reserve Corp conference call at the Federal level
with the person assigned to New England States and reviewed profile of Medical Reserve
Corps.

Dr Guerra and Mr. Topping will take the National Incident managemehtasystems NIMS training
on line courses.

The Board talked further about the roles of the BOH in an emergency. Le. liaison to VNA,
housing, facilitate with Fire/ Police.

Mr. Coulon reported on the local coalition 3A public health monthly meeting.

The Health Agent will notify the BOH regarding 2011 MDPH mosquito action plan decisions
made in Topsfield. Emergency dispatch will be the primary contact.

The BOH requested that the Health Agent put mosquito control plan and the 4-tier response
plan on the next agenda.

Mr. Coulon reported that Title V requires septic pumper to send a record of every pumping in
the town.

The BOH reviewed the comprehensive analysis of sanitary disposal system 111 - 4/11 and
discussed the findings that some reporied gallons pumped were found fo exceed the tank size;
currently this is not a chart of over charging.

The agent will contact the licensed haulers to explain the findings and report back to the
Board.

The BOH licenses the contractors and due process is to give the offender the opportunity to
correct.

EXECUTIVE SESSION (ES} - Potential litigation

Ms. Knutsen made a motion at 9:46 pm that the BOH enter into ES according to MGL Chapter
39, section 23A and 23B (3) To discuss strafegy with respect to collective bargaining or
litigation if an open meeting may have a detrimental effect on the bargaining or litigating
posifion of the governmental body, to conduct strateqgy sessions in preparation for negotiations
with nonunion personnel, to conduct collective bargaining sessions or-contract neqoliations
with nonunion personnel and that the BOH will not return fo open sassion but adjourn from ES.
Mr. Topping seconded and the motion carried unanimously by roll call vote.
